The Pekingese Top Twenty
Top Twenty Rules of Participation (2009)

• The Pekingese Association (PA) offers a Top Twenty event to showcase excellence in 
Pekingese.  This event is a part of the Pekingese A ssociation annual Event and serves 
many purposes.  It offers education for judges, exh ibitors, breeders and fanciers.  The 
event offers all who attend a chance to view the cr eam of the crop in competitive 
standings for the previous year.  Using a scale of points, each dog is evaluated 
according to how closely it conforms to the breed s tandard.  The Top 20 score sheet will 
be on a point scale that used to be part of the Pek ingese Standard.  This procedure is 
not available at any regular AKC show and allows th e spectators an opportunity to 
evaluate the dogs while scoring them at the same ti me they are being judged.  The event 
is educational and promotes discussions of the stan dard. It provides spectators with an 
opportunity to see how individual views can produce  a consensus decision. 

• This event provides special recognition to those Pe kingese with the most outstanding 
records as well as their breeders, handlers, traine rs, and owners. The Top Twenty Event 
provides an incentive for breeders to strive for Pe kingese excelling in structure, 
movement, temperament, and conformation. 

• There is an entry fee of $25.00 with invitations an d entry forms that will be sent out.  This 
judging panel will be composed of the following:

• . An AKC approved Pekingese Breeder Judge.
• A Pekingese Breeder, but not an approved judge.
• A Pekingese Handler, but not an approved judge.
• Selection of and acceptance by each judge is to be kept strictly confidential and limited 

solely to the Top Twenty Chairman.  It shall be a c ondition of acceptance by all selected 
judges that they maintain strict secrecy regarding their invitation/assignment and 
participation in the event until after the event ha s occurred.

• The Pekingese entered will be listed in the catalog , but the judges will not be listed at all.  
They will not be known by anyone other than the Top  Twenty Chairman until ring time.

In consideration 
of the acceptance of this entry and of holding of the Sweepstakes and Conformation match and of the 
opportunity to have the dog judged and to win prize money, ribbons, or trophies, I (we) agree to hold this 
club, its members, directors, governors, officers, agents, superintendents or show secretary and the 
owner or leassor of the premises and any employees of the aforementioned parties harmless from any 
claim for loss or injury which may be alleged to have been caused directly or indirectly to any person or 
thing by the act of this dog while in or upon the show, obedience or agility trial premises or grounds or 
near any entrance thereto, and I (we) personally assume all responsibility and liability for any such claim;

The following categories of dogs may be entered and shown in Best of Breed Competition:  Dogs that 
are Champions of Record and dogs which according to their owner’s records, have completed the 
requirements for a championship, but whose championships are unconfirmed. (Dog Show Class) 
Consult the classification in this premium list.  If the dog show class in which you are entering your dog is 
divided, then, in addition to designating the class, specify the particular division of the class in which you 
are entering your dog. I.e. age division, color division, weight division.
A dog must be entered in the name of the person who actually owned it at the time entries for a show 
closed.  If a registered dog has been acquired by a new owner, it much be entered in the name of its 
new owner in any show for which entries closed after the date of acquirement, regardless of whether the 
new owner has received the registration certificate indicating that the dog is recorded in his name.
